Sentamu: A people’s and pupils’ school

ARCHBISHOP Sentamu School is set to transform Preston
Road, with many facilities designed to improve the lives of
the whole community.

The £33million state-of-the-arn building, which boasts a the-
atre, cybear café and all-waather pitch, will cpen in September,

And as well as the formal education of 1,550 youngsters
up 1o age 18, the academy will also offer access to ans and
cultural activiies for the community as well as outstanding
sporting facilities.

Vice-Principal Anthony Bennett said: “The new academy

will have afantastic impact on the Preston Road cammunity,
It will bring a whole host of opportunities for the local area.

“Local children will have access to world-class leaming
apportunities and our state-of-the-art Mac network will
enable learnars to be more creative than ever before,

“The new academy facilies, such as the cyber cafs, will also
be availabde for community aroup use,

“In addiion to this cur new 350 seat theatre will bring a range
of entertainmant opportunities that will be able to be enjoyed
by all.”

Younger chikdren, from local primaries, ame also going to
benefit immediately from the new building through the
Funky Friday™ project, which will see puplls invited to use
the academy’s facilities and take part in a variety of courses,
including animation and sport.

This will not enly make sure that all youngsters in the
area are having their leaming experences enhanced but
will also ensure a smooth transition to secondary schooling
for local children.

Purple House gets
a£400,000 slice of
lotto cash funding

PRESTON Road Women's Centre, WINNER,
has been celebrating an award of almost
£400,000 in funding.

The Big Lottery Fund, which awards half the Mational Loltery’s
good cause funding throughout the country, has given a grant of
£383,000 to the centre, which warks to improve women's lives inthe
east Hull area,

The centre — which is also known as the Purple House — offers
volunteerdng and training opponunities for wamen, suppor for victims
of domestic abuse as well as providing a wide range of sodial
activities alongside drop-in services.

Co-coordinator Ann Clarkson said: “We are over the moon with the
award fram the Big Loltery Fund as this ensures we will bae able to
continue to offer support and services to women and their families

for the next four years. The project will improve the lives of at least
600 women and their families in the east Hull area and the knock-on
banefits for the community will be immeasurable,”

The grant will be used to run a variety of training and volunizering
opportunities, which help women to develop new skills and build
confidence.

Drop-in
advice
centre

A FREE drop-in advice session for
residents who want o deal with their
finances better is being held at the
Freadom Centre on Preston Road.

The session, which is being
organised by the Citizen's Advice
Bureau, Hull Adut Education and
the Face-to-Face debt advice, can
help with everything from how to
prioritise your bills to the skills of
debt management.

A group session, which will include
free tea and coffee, will take place on
Friday, October 24 from 10am to
12pm.

There will be a drop-in one-on-one
advice available from noon orwards.

For more than a decade now the Preston
Road Women's Centre has helped countless
people with its work = LUCY LYON reports..

RESTON Road Women's Centre has helped and supported
Pthousmds of women since it was first proposed in 1999 and
is direct proof that grass roots community acion can work.

The project began in December 1999, when a group of women
successfully put a bid forward © fund a women’s development
worker for the women of Preston Road.

The money was used to employ Adele Clough © research the
need for a women-only space in the area and the results were
over whelming: local women were desperate for somewhere safe
they could go to access information, education, childcare and social
activities.

The project became known as WINNER, which stood for Women
frovnng Now Not Ever Retreating, and was an immediate success.
the original New Deal for Communities (NDC) which had
financially backed the scheme and supported the initial praject.

By January 2000, women were accessing WINNER regularly
and one of the first things they were asking for was activities and
courses. Adele started to provide some women's support work
fraining to volunteers and six months later project manager Lisa

Hilder was employed and WINNER went from strength to strength.

The determination of those women © provide a valuable
resource for the women of Preston Road lead to the success of
today’s Purple House and the Preston Road Women's Centre
which continues to support and assist hundreds of women and
their families every year.

As well as the constantly updated volunteering and training
services on offer, the centre also camies out vital work supporting
women experiencing domestic abuse, including the umbrella project,
which offers safe and secure housing for women in urgent need of
accommodation.

The Young Women's Participation Project also works with
young women aged 11-18 to provide accredited courses aimed at
developing corfidence, interpersonal skills and self-awareness
while also having fun.

A nursery, which was awarded Good by Ofsted in all five areas
of care and education, is also on site.

Itis one of a small number of nurseries that offers funded sessions
for two-year olds and also has a number of places for three-year-
dlds accessing early education funding.

From small beginnings an important community resource has
developed and the Big Lottery Fund's award reflects the vital work
and support offered to and by all the women invalved with the
Preston Road Women's Centre.

Volunteers, who work alongside paid staff,
can become invalved in every aspect of the
centre, from training to be a community
gardener to becoming a member of the
management committee.
